Barry Walker Bulletin Article 

This story (real) goes back to 1978 when I was in  the Australian Customs Service based on the Sydney Waterfront & in command of a squad of officers who searched vessels & also carried out passport control on Overseas Passenger Vessels. On this day we boarded our launch at Darling Harbour (0430 hrs) and met the vessel just as it came through Sydney Harbour Heads, the vessel was a Russian Flagged passenger vessel (Taras Shevenco out of Southhampton UK) carrying passengers both Migrants & Holidaymakers.

After our officers were set up we started going through the Passport formalities. While I was standing there one of the Female Staff from the Pursers Office came to me & informed me that there was a passenger in the ships hospital.  So I accompanied her down a few decks. Met the doctor & went into the sick bay where the said passenger was in a bed. The doctor asked me did I want him awake, I said that will not  be necessary. All I need is his passport, while I was looking at the passenger & comparing the passport photo & Visa I thought to myself I hope I don't get that sick as he looks terrible.

I returned to the work area stamped the passport.  I gave it back to the Female from the Pursers Office so it could be  returned the passenger.  A short time later she returned to me & with shaky voice & tears in her eyes & informed the passenger was dead.  (I thought great doctor!) I asked for the passport placed a cancelled stamp over the entery permit & returned it to the Pursers Staff.

I had been in the service 13 years but this was the 1st time I had struck this problem.  So I went ashore to the office & rang the NSW Water Police (I had a very close working relationship with these officers). I spoke to a Sargent I knew & told him what had occurred. He said he would come over & see me, by this time all passengers were ashore & had left the wharf . One of my squad came to me & said some visitors wished to speak to the Officer in Charge .I asked them what they wanted & they said they had been waiting for a passenger but hadn't seen him. Of course it was the dead passenger they were waiting for. I asked  them to sit down & told them that their friend was dead.

A short time later the Water Police Sergeant arrived & I filled him on the later events. He said in horror "aw Baz you never use the word dead" you say passed away or he is not in this world any longer.  Then we had to have the body removed from the ship. The Ambulance service did not remove dead people, however, on the Sydney Waterfront which was very spread in those days.  Every service worked together even Fire, the Sergeant obtained the removals of the body by Ambulance. Result was job done. Believe it or not, when i was transferred to the airport I had more deaths from aircraft. However I never used that 4 letter word again (death) when I was informing friends & relatives about a demise, but that is another story.
